Environmental (Green) Policy
Cross Gates & District Good Neighbours’ Scheme CIO (CDGNS) has a commitment to environmental matters and a culture of Reduce, Re-use, Recycle is encouraged as something to celebrate. We implement the following practices:
Energy
Purchases of electrical equipment such as PCs, printers to include a ‘power down’ facility where possible. Switch off lighting, electrical appliances, etc. when not in use.
Wood
Wood used in office furnishings is, as far as possible from sustainable sources. “New” office furniture is sourced as far as possible from REWORK Leeds, Emmaus or other recycling projects.
Waste
All waste is dealt with according to legal requirements and best practice. We ensure that water is not wasted.
Paper and printing
Reduce the use of paper and encourage use of email. Maximise the use of recycled paper for all non-specialist printing, copying and stationery needs. Implement double sided photocopying and printing where possible. Use and make known local re-use or recycling facilities for ink cartridges.
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
